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ORIENTATION WEEK IN QUITO

The program starts when the exchange student gets to the airport,  is picked up by the driver from our organization and taken to the host family.

Exchange Students will spend their first week in Quito (Ecuador's Capitol city) to register their VISA, have Spanish lessons, get inforamtion about the ecuadorian school system, have seminars etc.

The registration of the VISA normally lasts about 5 working days. 

SPANISH CLASSES

The participants will have 5 days of Spanish classes to get started and warmed up with their Spanish. The classes are one-on-one and we will provide them with a book to work in. 

Students will have 3 hours of 45 minutes every day and they should bring a notebook, a pen and a dictionary.

ORIENTATION/SEMINAR

One member of our staff in Ecuador will take the participants (Exchange students)  around in the area to show them where they will find things like ATM machines, Internet, banks, phones for international calls etc. They will also be taken to the Old Town to see the colonial part of the city. During this week of orientation/seminar we will explain everything about the ecuadorian school system, the way they will be graded in the school, the culture differences, mentality, daylife, habits at the school, ecuadorian's habits, how to behave at the school and  host family, what is forbidden and what they are allowed to do, what they need to think about when it comes to money, comunications, valuable things etc.  and of course any question they might have will be answered.

 THE HOST FAMILY

The Exchange students will travel with local transportation from Quito to the destination of their program. At the student's arrival in their new city they will be met by their host mother or father to be taken to their new home. The family will show them arround to get them orientated in the surroundings and they will also take the participant to school, to buy their uniform and school materials they need.

The host mother and father will go to parents meetings organized by the school. They will also go to school to know about the progress of the students or any information about their discipline.

The host mother or  father will work close with the tutor of the class and the school in general to keep and guarantee the success of the exchange student in the school. 

EVALUATION

The last week of the participants program we want them to come to our Spanish school in Quito for one day of evaluation.

During this day of evaluation we will talk about their experiences, positive and negative aspects of their program and get a feedback from them for future participants.
