WHERE DOES THE PROGRAM TAKE PLACE?

Beautiful Spanish-speaking Ecuador is the land of the Galapagos Islands, the Andes mountains and the Amazon rain forest.  Our programs are located in Quito, Cuenca, Ibarra, Ambato and the Galapagos Islands. 

Ecuador’s capital city, Quito, located just at the equator, is the second highest city in Latin America, and is blessed with a nearly perfect climate. 

Cuenca is the other city in which EcuEVP students are placed. The "Athens of Ecuador" is a dignified city with the most intact colonial character in the country, an ideal place for strolling, whether along its river banks or between its many churches, theaters and museums. Cuenca has a small town feeling but boasts three universities and was the first regular meeting place of poets in Latin American.

Santa Cruz- Galapagos´ most inhabited island (Puerto Ayora) where you find lovely white sand beaches. In its turquoise waters, a large number of the marvelous species inhabiting the archipelago can be discovered. Among them are colorful, large birds, iguanas, sea turtles and sea lions.

Ibarra- Located 2 ½ hours north or Quito, Ibarra is the capital city of Imbaburra province. The city is famous for its art and handicrafts in metal and wood. The city is surrounded by the Andean mountains and the province is also known as the “province of the lakes”.

The School Year Program - runs for one academic year and begins in September or April depending on the country’s region. EcuEVP students live with a host family and attend a local private secondary school as a full-time student.

The Semester Program - runs for four to six months and begins in September or April depending on the country’s region. EcuEVP students live with a host family and attend a local private secondary school as a full-time student.

The students can take part of the high school program from 3 months (one term) and up.
